(e) Unsafe Condition

This AD was prompted by reports of exhaust system failures, new service information issued by
the manufacturer, and the tailpipe v-band coupling used for terminating action is obsolete. We are
issuing this AD to prevent the possibility of an in-flight powerplant fire due to an exhaust system
failure.

() Compliance

Comply with this AD within the contpliance times specified. unless already done.
(g) Inspection of Exhaust System

( i) Within the next 60 hours time-in-service (TIS) after December 18. 2014(the effective date of
this AD) or within the next 6 months after December 18. 2014 (the effective date of this AD),
whichever occurs first, and repetitively thereafter at intervals not to exceed 60 hours TIS or 6 months,

whichever occurs first, inspect the parts as specified in table 1 of paragraph (g)(1) of this AD., if

Note to paragraphs (g)(2)(i} and (h)(2)(iii): During replacement of v-band couplings, we
reconumend not opening the v-band coupling more than the MINIMUM dianeter necessary fo clear
coupled flanges. It is reconunended to replace any locknuts and/or mating couplings with airworthy
patts when locknuts do not exhibit a prevailing torque when installed.
